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Ty Al JAHPIITACUTI TSadHEY SiH FOAT Afgeredr a1 gfdfhar ggr - The
single nonwhite woman’s voice heard at this time—that of Sojourner Truth,
a former slave—symbolized the distance between the ordinary and the elite.
Her famous “Ain’t I a Woman” speech was delivered in 1851 before the
Women’s Rights Convention in Akron, Ohio, but Truth did not dedicate her
life to women’s rights. Instead, she promoted abolitionism and a
land-distribution program for other former slaves. In the speech, Truth
remarked, “That man over there says that women need to be helped into
carriages, and lifted over ditches, and to have the best place everywhere.
Nobody ever helps me into carriages, or over mud-puddles, or gives me any
best place! And ain’t I a woman?”
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Women would gain their freedom, she said, only

“by refusing the right to anyone over her body...

by refusing to be a servant to God, the state, society, the husband, the
family, etc.,

by making her life simpler but deeper and richer.”

Likewise, Charlotte Perkins Gilman, in Women and Economics (1898),
insisted that women would not be liberated until they were freed from the
“domestic mythology” of home and family that kept them dependent on
men.
